
Burgundy 2007  
 
Pure Whites and Elegant Reds 

With the exception of the 2002 and 2005 vintages, the early vintages of this century have been difficult ones in 
Burgundy.  As 2007 wore on, conditions, again, were hardly conducive to the production of fine wine, yet this is 
a year where the vignerons have risen to the challenge, producing charming and even excellent red wines in a 
year that would have been written off as a disaster as little as three decades ago. And the whitesΣ ƛǘΩǎ ƎǊŜŀǘ ǘƻ 
see, have continueŘ ǘƘŜ ǘǊŜƴŘ ƻŦ ŜȄŎŜƭƭŜƴǘ ǾƛƴǘŀƎŜǎ ǘƘŀǘ ǿŜΩǾŜ been delivered over the last four years.  Is there 
a new era in Burgundy, where what may have once been perceived as potentially calamitous growing

Vintage Conditions 
 
2007 is yet another victorious Burgundy vintage rescued from the jaws of defeat by the arrival of excellent 
weather conditions just before and during the harvest. The rest of the preceding season, though, was one of 
the strangest in recent memory. It began hot, with flowering even earlier than the precocious heat-wave 
vintage of 2003, and, following a mostly dismal summer, ended relatively cool (especially for chardonnay). It is 
no exaggeration to say that the poor summer actually saved the vintage from becoming another 2003, the 
cooler conditions tempering the early heat and saving vignerons with having to try and head off over-ripeness. 
Speaking to our negoçiants and producers, we were told that in 2007, to make good wines, producers needed 
to be ruthless, both with selection in the vineyard and then on arrival at the winery. Yields for the red varietals 
were about 20% lower than average while the excellent white harvest was normal.

Many are like fleshier versions of the 2004s, which sounds like a near-perfect 
formula for white Burgundy to this taster. Although I think of the typical style of 2007 as being pure, focused,

Yes, it looks like another excellent vintage for white Burgundy, both on the CôǘŜ ŘΩhǊ ŀnd in Chablis.  The wines 
are very pure and precise with racy structure and plenty of minerality without the flesh of 2006 or the richness 
of 2005. A really classic year with high acidity that is quite lean in comparison. Unlike some classic vintages 
though, the wines have good mid palate extract to counter the firm acid. The star of 2007 is undoubtedly 
Chablis. 2007 is a classic citrus and stone vintage there, very pure, very delineated with quite an austere 
ǘŜƴŘŜƴŎȅ ǘƘŀƴ ƘŀǎƴΩǘ ōŜŜƴ ǎŜŜƴ ŦƻǊ ŘŜŎŀŘŜǎΦ aƻǎǘ producers describe these wines as richer versions of their 
mineral-driven 2004s.

Red Burgundy

Perhaps this is not an exceptional vintage, but by all accounts it will bring plenty of pleasure over the medium 
term. The 2005s have mostly closed down hard and are unlikely to emerge for a decade. The 2007s are 
showing lovely purity of red fruit, transparent terroir character and great charm.  In general they are fleshier 
than the 2006s but not as rich, nor as concentrated and structured as the 2005s. These are looking like they will 
be delicious on release and are going to offer gorgeous mid-term drinkability. Most of the village wines will be 
at their best within five years or so; Premier Crus between 2013 and 2020 and Grand Crus within ten to twenty 
years from now.

Understanding Burgundy  
 
Burgundy is the narrowest and longest wine region in France, but also one of the smallest, most fragmented

To understand the fragmentation, you need to look at the past.  The region now known as Burgundy was once 
owned almost entirely by the Catholic Church, until 1789 when the French Revolution took place.  As a result of 
this upheaval, vineyards were seized and broken up and given to families to farm.  French Inheritance laws 
then fragmented these vineyards further. 
 
Fortunately, when it comes to the grapes grown in Burgundy, things get a little simpler. There are really only 
three main grapes grown in Burgundy:  Pinot Noir for red wine, Chardonnay for the white and Gamay for 
Beaujolais. 
 
Quality-wise, as with Bordeaux, there are various levels of quality legislated in Burgundy.  At the top is Grand 
Cru i.e. wine from a specified Grand Cru vineyard, next is Premier Cru (likewise), followed by wine from a 
specific Village and then, a Burgundy generic appellation.  
 

 

 

 
 
 
Burgundy can be divided into three distinct areas: 
 
1. Chablis: the most northern ςand closest to Paris ς is 
Chablis.  The only grape permitted to be planted here 
is Chardonnay. The soil, largely made up of chalk and 
decomposing oyster shells suits the variety ideally, 
while the fact that it is very cold and could not reliably 
ripen Pinot Noir plays a part in the single-variety 
story.

further divided into:

Noir here, mostly because of the soil being heavier 
and more clay based. 
    b. Côte De Beaune: The lower part of Burgundy 
central is dominated by Chardonnay and is the home 
to the most expensive Chardonnays in the world, 
those from the village of Puligny Montrachet. 
 
3. Beaujolais: a huge region that produces vastly more 
wine than the other areas combined.  The only grape 
of any significance planted here is Gamay.  
 
 
 



Côte de Nuits 
The following are the main villages in the Côte de Nuits;  
 
Gevrey Chambertin  
In this village the vineyards are on gentle slopes with layers of pebbles on the top. The wines from Gevrey show 
red berry characters when young and game characters in the richer wines; as they develop they tend to have 
more licorice-type flavours and aromatics.  
The Grand Cru vineyards are: Chambertin, Chambertin Clos de Bèze, Charmes-Chambertin, Chappelle-
Chambertin, Griotte-Chambertin, Latricières Chambertin, Mazis-Chambertin and Ruchottes-Chambertin.  
 
Morey-St-Denis 
Located between Gevrey and Chambolle and perhaps not as well known as the other villages in the Côte de 
Nuits, the vineyards in Morey-St-Denis have a good free-draining gradient, and the soil has a base of limestone. 
Morey-St-Denis is home to the Grand Cru vineyards of Clos de la Roche, Bonnes Mares (part of the vineyard is 
also in Chambolle Musigny), Clos de Tart, Clos St-Denis and Clos des Lambrays.   
 
Chambolle Musigny 
Wines from Chambolle Musigny are one of the most delicate in Burgundy, displaying both fragrance and 
finesse. The light soil and varying gradients of the village create the delicacy and the complexity of these wines. 
Grand Crus are Bonnes Mares (part of the vineyard is also in Morey-St-Denis), and Musigny.  
 
Vougeot 
This village is home to one Grand Cru only: Clos de Vougeot, which covers more than four-fifths of the area 
under vines here. Clos de Vougeot wines are rich and decidedly generous, yet not overpowering.  
 
Vosne Romanée

La Grande Rue. The Grand Crus of Grands Échézeaux and Échézeaux are located next door in Flagey Échézeaux.  
 
Nuits St Georges

Nuits St Georges, but a host of very good Premier Crus.  
 

A few more facts:  

-   Generic wines ς i.e. those from more than one vineyard ς are labelled as Burgundy or Bourgogne.  
-   In total there are more than 400 Premiers Crus vineyards in Burgundy.  
-   There are 32 Grands Crus Vineyards in total ς 8 white Grands Crus, 24 red Grands Crus. Of these, 24 are from 
the Côte       de Nuits and 8 from the Côte de Beaune.  
-   The largest red Grand Cru vineyard in Burgundy is Corton, representing about 25% of Grand Cru Red wines 
by volume. The smallest is the La Romanée vineyard at 0.8452 hectares ς small is beautiful! This is also the 
smallest appellation in France.

vintage while recently ς 1996, 1997, 1999, 2002 and 2005 are all also excellent prospects.  
-   Unlike Bordeaux, where ownership of the big châteaux remains fairly constant, in Burgundy it is more likely 
that Domaines change hands, or personnel change and so the quality of wine being produced can improve in a

Côte de Beaune  
 
The following are the main villages in the Côte de Beaune:  
 
Aloxe-Corton  
Home to the Grand Cru Corton, with, unusually, both red and white Corton permitted by law to be produced. 
Red wine from Aloxe Corton is one of the most powerful and tannic in the area and generally needs time to 
develop.  
 
Beaune 
This village is better known as the centre/capital of Burgundy ς ǿƘŜǊŜ ȅƻǳΩŘ ƭƛƪŜƭȅ ǎǘŀȅ ǿƘŜƴ ǾƛǎƛǘƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ŀǊŜŀΣ 
rather than for its wines. There are, however, some good Premier Crus in the region.  
 
Volnay 
As with Pommard, there is no Grand Cru, but a host of excellent Premiers Crus. The wines from Volnay are 
hauntingly fragrant, wonderfully elegant and also have the ability to age very well.  
 
Pommard 
There is no Grand Cru in Pommard ς although Grand Clos des Épenots would be a definite candidate if the 
Grand Cru classifications were ever reviewed ς while the wines from this Premier Cru show finesse, character 
and the ability to age. In fact, Pommard wines invariably demand age as, when young, the tannins are very 
tight, but as they age,  power and richness in the wine develops beautifully.    
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Domaine Séguinot-Bordet 
 

 

This is a relatively new offering for us although the 
Domaine actually dates back to 1590! The family's roots 
are in Maligny, the front door to Chablis.  Resting on the 
sloping right bank of the Serein River, they own 16 
hectares lying on a perfect south / south-east 
exposition. The young winemaker Jean-François Bordet 
has taken over from his grandfather Roger Séguinot, 
and places particular emphasis on obtaining the best 
fruit possible from his vines, through careful pruning, 
debudding and harvesting. The Domaine practises 
coolish fermentation and allow the wines to mature for 
3-5 months on their lees; this maximises the contact 
and promotes a lusciousness to the final expressions. 
Jean-CǊŀƴœƻƛǎΩ ŀǇǇǊƻŀŎƘ is clearly contemporary, but it 
delivers very stylish wines which fully express both the 
fruit and terroir. 

 
This Domaine also offers exceptional value for money, with most of their cuvées coming in at around half the 
price of larger more well known Domaines. 
Speaking about the 2007 wines, Jean- François commented that:

άFrom vines planted in 1937 and aged in 15 to 20% wood. This is notably more reticent aromatically with a very 
subtle touch of wood framing lime, salt water and green fruit notes that merge into rich, full and admirably 
concentrated flavors that possess excellent volume on the explosive, beautifully intense and austere finish. The 
wood hasn't fully integrated here yet but there is so much underlying material but it certainly should. Top 
value.

άGrapes originating in Séchet; vinified and aged 100% in stainless steel. This is more overtly floral with subtle 
spice and mineral reduction aromas being followed by rich and unusually finely detailed and pure flavors 
underpinned by an intensely citrus-infused finish. A Vaillons of finesse, which is not an especially common 
descriptor for this appellation.

Séquinot Bordet Chablis 1er Cru Fourchame 2007 
άMostly from L'Homme Mort. A riper, more elegant and more complex nose reveals notes of anise, salt water, 
lemon peel and floral notes that dissolve into naturally sweet, full and admirably rich flavors that possess a 
textured, even silky mouth feel with an intense minerality and superb finishing intensity on the bone dry finish. 
This is quite focused and linear at present though I suspect it will broaden with a few years in bottle.

άThe moderately aggressive wood, that this wine displayed last year has mellowed though it's not invisible. Yet 
I would continue to expect the wooden fermenter's impact on future vintages to lessen as it has seen 5 
vintages and soon, it should become much more discreet. As noted, the wood is hardly invisible but there will 
be no problem with it integrating as it frames elegant and pure green fruit and obvious Chablis character 
nuances that continue onto the rich, full, classy and serious flavors that possess plenty of volume and 
concentration, all wrapped in an austere finish of admirable length.

A very old, established house which was started in 1859 by Jean-
Edouard Dupardand and is now governed by the 4th generation of 
the family.  The Domaine is based in Puligny Montrachet, the village 
which in fact owes its name to Jean-Edouard, who in 1873 whilst 
mayor of Puligny, asked the Council to add Montrachet to the 
ǾƛƭƭŀƎŜΩǎ ƴŀƳŜ ς Puligny.  In this village of exceptional terroir, the 
wines of Jean Chartron are gold.

One of the top Domaines in Chablis, and one of the finest Chardonnay producers in the world, the Domaine is 
relatively new, in Burgundy terms, only being established around 30 years ago. William Fèvre himself was not 
only a great winemaker but also a tireless campaigner for Chablis, both against the expansion of the appellation 
and for the restriction of the word 'Chablis' to describe only wine that came from that region of France. The 
William Fèvre holdings amount to 15.2 hectares of Grand Cru vineyards and 12 hectares of Premier Cru sites. 
The fruit of the Fèvre vineyards is exclusively hand-harvested and then transported in small crates to reduce 
the risk of damage to the tender grapes.

Domaine Anne Gros 
The Gros family have been making top quality wine in Vosne-
Romanée since 1830 when Alphonse Gros married Madame Latour 
and acquired his first parcels of vines there.  There were various 
divisions of the land until Jean Gros retired in 1995 and the latest 
generation took over.  The estate was divided amongst his three 
children ς Michel, Bernard (bottled under the Gros Frère et Soeur 
brand) and the youngest, Anne. Although all three are neighbours in 
the village of Vosne- Romanée, their wine styles are very different.  
 
Until 1994 Anne labelled her wines under Domaine Anne and

Domaine Jessiaume 
 
Impossible to miss, the small jewel of Domaine Jessiaume sits welcomingly at the entrance to the tiny spa town 
of Santenay. Built in 1850, it comprises over 37 acres, with a large plot in Santenay, important holdings in the 
Premiers Crus Auxey Duresses Les Ecusseaux and Volnay Les Brouillards vineyards, and a terrific section of the 
Cent Vignes vineyard, just behind the city of Beaune. The Jessiaumes are, in fact, the biggest landowners in 
Santenay. Domaine Jessiaume established their negociant business Maison Jessiaume in 2008 and a formidable 
reputation as a small negociant eleveur of unparalleled quality has been formed to compliment the existing 
Domaine holdings.  (Worth mentioning, just to get Burgundy enthusiasts going, the old cellars under the 
Domaine Jessiaume harbour a collection of 100,000 bottles and magnums of finest Burgundy, with wines going 
back as far as the 1908 vintage.) 
 
Although now owned by Sir David Murray the Domaine is still operated and managed by the Jessiaume family 
and primarily by brothers Marc and Pascal. They aim to follow the traditions of the previous generations, 
combined with modern techniques with a particular view to incorporating sustainable practices in all aspects of 
their operation.
